This course will cover a wide range of hand building techniques in creating pottery and sculpture

Methods include:

1. Pinch Method

2. Coil Method

3. Slab Method

4. Drape Method

5. Sculpture

6.  Glazing techniques 

REQUIREMENTS:

Creating successful pieces using the techniques listed above as well as a thoughtful approach to each project.

Students will work to understand what makes a hand made object look successful. This understanding will be demonstrated during critiques and through conversations with the instructor

Each student will be responsible for clean-up and storing of the ceramic equipment. Students will be shown how to keep the clay in workable condition and are expected to help with this task.

Class time must be used effectively. Most students are able to complete all work during class but occasionally it is necessary to work after school or during free periods

GRADING:

Assigned projects must be completed to a satisfactory level-this means that a solid effort, a thoughtful approach and care about craft is evident. 

The final grade for the course is comprised of class work and class behavior. Effort really matters

Projects are graded on the building technique as well as the glazing technique 

Respect for materials and each other’s work s extremely important. A positive and respectful attitude is mandatory for success in this class

ATTENDANCE:

Each student must attend all classes unless legally absent from school.  

School policy will be enforced for cutting and lateness.  

Absences and lateness interfere with the quality of the work.  

The room will be available for students to work outside of class time.
